Dear Parents/Carers,  

To coincide with our Year 5 Humanities topic in the Summer term, ‘Rivers’ we have 

arranged a visit to Ingrebourne Valley River in Hornchurch Country Park on Wednesday 25th 

June 2026. This is an exciting trip for our pupils to attend, which will assist them with their 

studies for our Geography topic this half term. Pupils will explore different parts of the 

river. We have also linked this trip to one of our art topics this year and the children will 

have the opportunity to create a piece of artwork, using the skills they have learned, to 

sketch areas around the river.

We are happy 

for them to wear jogging bottoms/leggings however school jumpers/cardigans are to be 

worn as usual.  

If you are available to help out, please ensure that you give your details; you will be 

notified by the class teacher if we need you. The cost of the trip is £15.00 per pupil. Please 

pay this on Arbor by Friday 19th June 2026.
