The Nursery will keep a waiting list which will be used to fill casual vacancies occurring as a result of an enrolled
child leaving during the academic year or withdrawing from a place that has been offered. The list will be compiled
in the order of the receipt of applications.

Admission to Reception

Each year the parents of children who aged4 within the academic year must apply for a school placehe

following September. Even if you do not want your child to start full time schooling until reaching statutory school

If there are fewer requests for places at a school than the published number to admit, then the Local Authority is

able to agree to all requests. Where there are more applicants than places, the Local Authority is required to have

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Where there are more applicants than places, the following oversubscription criteria (admission
criteria) will be used for deciding which applications have priority. These criteria are set out below
in the order in which they are applied.

1.Looked after children and previously looked after childrenChildren in public care anchildren previously
looked after will automatically be given first priority over other categongsere priority is claimed on the
application form and validated by the local authority.

2.Special reasons Priority for admission may be given where there are exceptional soe@ljcal or educational
reasons for admission to a particular school. These reasons musufeorted by evidence from a relevant
professional (e.g. a doctor or a social worker) andst be submitted with the application for admission. The
purpose of this criterion is to givariority to pupils with a specific need that can be met specifically at one school
rather thananother. The threshold for a successful application under this criterion is high andaseh are likely

to be rare since all schools are able to offer support and facilities for araige of needs.

3. Admission of children eligible for Early Years Pupil Premium at the time of application

Up t010% ofplaces to be allocated to children eligible for the Early Years Pupil Premium funding at the time of
application who live in the school catchment area.

The distance measurement used is the shortest straight line distance from home to schoolostschools the
straight line distance measurement is taken from the front door of the h@udress to the main school gate.

Home Address
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We will not accept any future addresses as a basis for allocating school places. If a family moves after submitting
an application the School Admissions Team must be informed so that the application is considered using the
correct address for admission purposes. Every year there are cases where parents give false information about
their home address to get a place at a particular school. Every effort | made to ensure that this does not happen
because this can prevent genuine applicants from obtaining a school place. Where the required evidence of
address can not be provided, or we are not satisfied as to the validity of an address, further investigations will be
conducted. The Trust reserves the right to seek verification of the information parents / carers have given on the
application form and withdraw any offer or application made on the basis of inadequate, inaccurate or deliberately
misleading information. Any application found to have misleading information will be invalid. If this is found after
the closing date any subsequent application submitted will be processed as late.

Siblings

For the purpose of allocating places siblings will be defined as

Multiple births

When there are not enough places remaining in a particular criterion to allow all children froaitigle birth to
be admitted within the published admission nhumber, the local authority will admeitothers as excepted pupils in
the terms of the infant class size legislation so as to alloehdtiren from that multiple birth to attend the same
school.

Tie breaker

In circumstances where more than one child is entitled to the same place the place will be affénedthe
random allocation system (a lottery). This process will be administered by the satiou$sions service and
supervised by an independent witness.

Other offers

Applications that are not met with an offer of a preferred school will receive an offer atdtehment school if
there are vacancies or at the next nearest schagth vacancies. Distanaeeasurement used to assess the next
nearest school is shortest walking distance.

authority for each school will decide based on the circumstances of the case and in the best interests of the child.

The application will be processed and a school place will be secured. This place can later be withdrawn if the
request for delayed admission is approved. If it is agreed that the child can delay entry, a new application will need

to be made for the following September and this will be considered along with all applicants for admission in that

year. It is not possible to reserve a place for the following year. Therefore, there can be no guarantee of a place
being available at the school, as this is dependent on the number of applicants that year. The decision will be
reviewed once the child has started school at intervals agreed by the family and the school.

Parents have the right of appeal against the refusal of a place at a school for which they have applied. This right
does notapply if the child is offered a place at the school but it is not their preferred age group.

Deferred Admission:
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must be made online as usual. Once a school place has been allocated, parents will need to write to the
Headteacheto request deferred admission.

The child must take up the school place that has been allocated within this year group. If they do not take up the
place, they will need to reapply again and the child will be allocated a place in Year 1 (not Reception) in a school

with availability.

Part time Admission:
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later in the school year. Parents will need to write to the Headteacher to request this, and discuss whether this can

fit into the organisation of the school.

Locally Agreed Protocaols:

The school is committed to taking its fair share of children who are vulnerable and / or hard to place, as set out in
locally agreed protocols. Accordingly, outside the normal admissions round, the Governing Body is empowered to
give absolute priority to a child where admission is requested under any local protocol that has been agreed by
both the localauthority and the admisions authority
